Harry Yoshida discusses his paternal family history and background 
in education in Japan. His father received his education in the 
United States of America before moving to Canada with Yoshida’s 
mother. As a student, Yoshida’s father and his colleague were 
known as dekasegi shosei (student worker), promising young 
men and women who were sent mainly to the US to receive 
their education. This group of highly educated individuals would 
become the force behind the early fight for basic rights for the 
Asian community in the US.

O-Hanami (花見) literally means "flower viewing", however, 
it commonly refers only to cherry blossom viewing. 
Because their life is very short, cherry blossom viewing is 
easy: Simply take time to enjoy the intensity of the many 
blossoms by looking at a single tree or a group of trees. 
From a distance, the trees appear as beautiful clouds, 
while the beauty of single blossoms can be enjoyed from 
a close distance. Cherry blossoms are a symbolic flower 
of the spring, a time of renewal, and the fleeting nature of 
life. Their beauty peaks after around two weeks and the 
blossoms start to fall.  
During cherry blossom season, it is typical to have 
hanami parties—cherry blossom viewing parties where 
visitors can sit and enjoy the view of the cherry trees 
while enjoying a picnic with friends.  Hanami parties have 
been held for thousands of years in Japan.
The Japanese Canadian Cultural Centre has 30 trees on 
site, on the east, south and west sides of the building.  
Some of the trees were gifted to us the Sakura Project, 
an initiative of the Consulate-General of Japan in Toronto.  
Typically, our trees blossom in late April through early 
May.  For 2019, peak viewing season was May 10 
through 24.  From now until through the end of viewing 
season, the JCCC Giftshop will have a large selection 
of sakura themed items.  If you are coming to the JCCC 
to for O-Hanami, consider coming into the building to 
visit Sakawa-Baiten for a light snack and enjoying our 
O-Hanami displays.

健やかな老後をめざして　　その26
マスクの効果と潜むリスク！

　「21世紀には感染症が大きな課題になる」
と言われてきた通りに、日常生活を脅かす状
況になりつつあります。中国に始まった新型コ
ロナウイルス感染は人々の暮らし方、医療や
経済など様々な分野に大きく影響を与えてい
ます。2003年SARSの折は、オンタリオ州のあ
らゆる場で本当に大変でした。私はMcMaster
大学看護学科で働いていたのですが、病院の
建物の中に学科は併設されていたために直ぐ
閉鎖され、授業場所の確保などに苦労しまし
た。
　さて、インフルエンザの病原体はインフルエ
ンザウイルス（A、B、C型に大別）、接触で感染
する場合もあるけれど、主に飛まつ感染です。
かぜ（感冒）の病原体はアデノ、ライノ、コロナ
などのウイルスや細菌であり、接触感染と飛ま
つ感染で広がります。インフルエンザはかぜ
に比べると重症化し、命に関わる場合が多くな
ることが指摘されています。毎年、日本では数
百万以上もの人がインフルエンザを発病し、
肺炎などの合併症を含めると、その死亡者数
が１万人を超える年もあります。死亡者の多く
は様々な病気を抱えているシニアです。ワクチ
ンと治療薬が開発され、どの国の市民も医療
機関も長年にわたって経験を積んでいること
もあって、インフルエンザ流行にはそれほど不

安を感じていないように見えます。しかし、死
亡率の高いシニアには非常に脅威なのです。
　新型コロナウイルスは接触と飛まつ感染で
伝播します。症状は（報道より）のどの痛み、鼻
水、咳、微熱・中程度の熱（38℃前後）のようで
すから、一般的なかぜ症状と似ています。それ
なのに恐怖に感じる理由として、適切な治療
法が確立されていず、重症化するスピードの
速いことが考えられます。「8割が軽症、そのほ
とんどは若い世代であり、軽症のために気づ
かない内に感染を広げている」との報告がさ
れています（NHK:日本の事例分析3月1日時
点）。
　新型コロナウイルス対策はインフルエンザ
と同じであり、基本は手洗い、マスク使用、流
行時には外出を控えることです。今回、日本の
報道でとても気になったのはマスクです！「ダ
イヤモンド・プリンセス船の検疫官2名が感染
した際、3人体制で働いていたもう一人の検疫
官の検査を実施せずに業務を続けさせた。ま
た、一定期間の業務を終えた職員に対して検
査や2週間待機を実施せずに通常勤務に戻し
た」と報道されていました。私にすれば信じら
れない対応ですが、その理由の１つが「マスク
をしていたので大丈夫と思った」と・・・。
　TVの街頭インタビューを見ていると、マスク

表面を触っている人の何と多いことでしょう！
「人は1時間に20回ほど手で顔を触る」と専門

家は指摘します。実際にある集会（1時間）で傍
の夫を観察してみると、目を触る、あくびを手
でおおう、顎を触った手を口元へ持っていくな
ど、16回も認めました。女性では顔や髪に手を
持っていく動作がもっと多くなります。ウイル
スは目、鼻、口などの粘膜を通して体内へ入る
ので「顔を触らない！」を徹底しましょう。
　マスクは、その瞬間の飛まつから身を守るこ
とはできます。しかし、時間が長くなればなる
ほど表面には沢山のウイルスが付着している
ことが予測されます。ですから、マスクの表を
触らない、取り外す際は耳にかけるループの
みを注意深く扱う・・・これが大事です！一人ひ
とりが「自分の両手とマスク表面は既に汚染さ
れている」と想定し、「なるべく他者やモノ、そ
して顔に触れない、様々な動作時（公共トイレ
やスマホ使用など）の感染リスクを考える、手
洗いを頻回に丁寧に行う」ことに心がければ、
急速な伝播を抑えられると思います。
　人々が日常茶飯事に世界を飛び回る時代で
す。未知の感染症との闘いから逃れられませ
ん。皆さま、「自分ならどのような予防行動をと
るか」について真剣に考えてみましょう！
